Marie Braathen

Born in 1970, Braathen received an MA in ceramics from the National College of Art and Design in Bergen in 1996.  Her works have been presented at  Norway’s National Annual Autumn Exhibition, the Annual Exhibition of Norwegian Decorative Arts, Norwegian Contemporary Ceramics in Riga and Kaunas in 2003 and International Ceramics at Steninge Palace in Sweden, among others, and have been purchased by the National Museum of Decorative Arts in Trondheim. 

Nils Erichsen Martin 

Born in 1969, Erichsen Martin received an MA in ceramics from the National College of Art and Design Oslo in 1994.  The following year he studied at the Leedy/Voulkos Art Center in Kansas City, USA.  He has exhibited since 1994.  He often makes use of illusion in his work, drawing two-dimensional figures on three-dimensional clay shapes.  He held a solo exhibition at the Drawing Art Association of Norway in Oslo, and has had works shown at Sotheby’s exhibition International Young Art in New York in 2001, among many others.  His works have been purchased by the National Gallery of Norway the Norwegian Council for Cultural Affairs and museums of decorative arts in Oslo, Bergen and Trondheim. 

Tor Alex Erichsen
Born in 1955, Erichsen completed his studies at the National College of Art and Design in Oslo in 1978.  In addition to taking part in a large number of exhibitions, he produces tableware for sale in his own workshop.  He is especially interested in ceramic craftsmanship and his works are distinguished by their strongly ornamental idiom.  His works have been purchased by the Norwegian Council for Cultural Affairs, the Art Museum of Northern Norway, Norwegian museums of decorative arts and the National Museum of Art in Stockholm. 

Helene Kortner

Born 1966, Kortner received an MA in ceramics from the National College of Art and Design in Bergen in 1995.  She has exhibited widely in Norway, and held a solo exhibition at the Artists’ Association Gallery in Oslo in 2003.  Among the exhibitions in which her works have been presented abroad are the 1st World Ceramic Biennale 2001 Korea (CEBIKO) International Competition  and Ceramic Expressionism at the Grimmerhus International Studio Ceramics Museum, Denmark, in 1997.  Her works have been purchased by museums of decorative arts and the South Norway Art Museum in Kristiansand, and the National Center of Fine Arts, Cairo, Egypt.

Kari Skoe Fredriksen

Born in 1967, Fredriksen received an MA in ceramics from the National College of Art and Design in Bergen in 1995 and continued her studies at the s’Hertogenbosch Academy of Art in the Netherlands.  She has exhibited widely in Norway, including Norway’s National Annual Autumn Exhibition  and at the Norwegian Association of Arts and Crafts (NK) annual exhibitions, where her object Urn was nominated for first prize in 1997.  She has been awarded several commissions for public art, and her works have been purchased by the Norwegian Council for Cultural Affairs and Norwegian museums of decorative arts.

Øyvind Suul
Born in 1967, Suul received an MA in ceramics from the National College of Art and Design in Oslo in 1996.  He has exhibited widely in Norway and in galleries abroad.  He is represented in all Norway’s museums of decorative art.  He received the Judge’s Commendation at the Norwegian Association of Arts and Crafts annual exhibition in Oslo in 1999 and the Fletcher Challenge Ceramics Award in New Zealand in 1995.  He taught at the National College of Art and Design in Oslo from 1998 to 2002, as Associate Professor from 2001 to 2002.  Suul has participated in Norway’s National Annual Autumn Exhibition and received Norsk Form’s award for young designers in 1999.

Marit Tingleff

Born in 1954, Tingleff studied at the National College of Art and Design in Bergen.  Tingleff has been one of Norway’s leading ceramic artists since 1980.  Her work is very expressive, with strongly ornamental features and undulating, organic lines.  She has participated in a number of exhibitions in Norway and abroad, and was one of the key exhibitors at during the Oslo International Ceramics Symposium in 2003, when her work was included in Concentus, the main OICS exhibition at the Museum of Decorative Arts and Design.  Purchasers of her works include Norwegian museums of decorative arts and the Victoria and Albert Museum, London. She has been awarded several public commissions, including artwork for the Government Administration Complex in Oslo.

Gunilla Maria Åkesson

Born in 1963 in Sweden, Åkesson received an MA in ceramics from the National College of Art and Design in Bergen in 1992.  Her objects have titles that serve as keys to open doors for the viewer, leading the way into inner, meditative rooms.  She has participated in several exhibitions in Norway and abroad, including New Nordic Ceramics at Galleri Nørby, Copenhagen, and a solo exhibition at the Blås & Knåda gallery in Stockholm.  She is currently head of the committee in charge of purchases of Norwegian decorative art for the Norwegian museums of decorative arts.
